You de-
livered! Here are your suggestions, to be shared with the parish:
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- Have a shower instead of a bath (Chiara)

- Drink tap water, instead of buying bottled water

- Use a rain barrel to collect water from eaves trough for watering
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- Take shorter showers

- Shower with a friend

- When washing dishes by hand, instead running the tap, use one basin for washing and
one for rinsing
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- Get involved with local initiatives to protect our watershed

- Put a pitcher of tap water in fridge if you want cold water for drinking
- Use leftover water from tea, coffee, etc to water houseplants
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- Only run dishwasher when it is full
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- Repair leaks from faucets or pipes
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- Use low flow toilets and shower heads (Check into SCRD program)
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- Grow moss instead of grass
- Support the installation of individual water meters
- When running the tap to get hot water, keep a container handy to collect the cooler water and use it for watering plants

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CELEBRATING COMMON PRAYER?
PART ONE OF TWO

0There was never anything by wit of
devised, or so sure established, which in

continuance of time hath not been corrupted:

As, among other things, it may plainly appear by

the Common Prayers in the Church, commonly

call ed Divine Service.o

Although much has changed in the four hundred and sixty years since those words were penned, the outlook they expres:
has not. After a period of liturgical ferment which saw five editions oBbek of Common Prayar just over one hundred years,
the 1662 version, with scant deviation, remained giee qua norof worldwide Anglican worship for a further three hundred
years. With some slight tinkering, it was exported to theffang corners of the globe where English (and later Americargionis
aries took the message of the gospel. This included Canada, where the first (and so far only) substantial deviatiorif@an the
BCP is still quaintly title@he Book of Alternative Servicdsis almost a quarter century old.

Although an effort to revise the English praymrok in the 1920s ultimately faltered when the House of Lords refused to
ratify its fairly minor changes, it nonetheless foreshadowed a period of heady liturgical renewal throughout the Anglidan wor
This really took off after the Second World War, and has only shown signs of acceletatiugh given the cultural, intelleaal,
and technological reality of the ZTentury, anything elsevould be surprising. Yet it prompts one to ask at what point liturgical
RAGSNBAGE FTNIOGdz2NBa ye aSyasS 2F ' y3atAaoly 0O02YY2y LINI & SN
The 1662 BCP enshrined liturgically what is called the Elizabethan Settlement, the aim of which was best expressed in the
opening to the preface of that edition:

It hath been the wisdom of the Church of England, ever since the first compiling of her Public
Liturgy, to keep the mean between the two extremes, of too much stiffness in refusing, and of
too much easiness in admitting any variation front it.

In other words, the Settlement developed a middle path that largely ended bloody factional battles between radical reformers
influenced by continental Protestantism and those seeking greater continuity with th&ef@mation English Churctbattles

fought, in part, on the field of common prayer. In an established church in which liturgy was authorised, uniform, aceldenfor

the 1662 BCP not only imposed order on chaos, it concretized an emerging principle in Anglicanism, summed up by the Latin
phraselex orandi lexcredendd G NJ y&af | GSR & aGKS g 2F LINF @SN A& (GKS fI g
a papal magisterium or a unique Anglican confession of faith, the way we have worshipped and the words we have spoken while
doing so has given us what doctrinal unity and shared identity we have held as Anglicans.

This principle became more vital as the Church of England spread into the British Empire in the eighteenth and nineteenth
centuries. In less than two hundred years, the number of indigenous translations of the Book of Common Prayer was exceeded

This worldview persisted to the waning days of the twentieth century. Before the letters to the editor pagefoidghe
can Journasprouted with screeds on homosexuality as plentiful as mushrooms in the fall, the hot topic was liturgical renewal. |
recall in seminary, with the BAS already a decade in circulation, reading letter after letter despairing that the authoo coul
longer walk into an Anglican church anywhere in the world and hear the comfortable, familiar inflections of the good old BCP.

If this were ever true (and | suppose that the persistence of expatriate English enclaves owes something to the apocrypha
stories), then it highlights the reality that one of the important motivators in liturgical renewal was decolonizatiore i§ hera-
sonable interest in developing forms of worship that reflect the culture people actually experience. These cultures hwdy not
literacy as an important value, much less AAglepired imagery or traditions, and less still the intonations of Shakespeare.

In our own culture, still largely Anglospired, the situation is not dissimilar. For it is not guigcethat alters cultural re-
ality, buttime also. We all know that as centuries pass, values and knowledge change, our theology follows along after it, and all
the while our incredibly flexible and evolving language twists and bends to accommodate new experiences and understanding.
What then can we say about a liturgy informed by a seventeenth century worldview and theology, expressed in a form of the Eng-
lish language so unfamiliar as to have become a kind of Old Church Slavonic for Anglicans?
